Kids for Cotlands began as a dream, that has become a movement and a rallying cry that is 
spreading from child to child, person to person, as they answer the call for care and compassion 
from the voices of millions of children in need in Africa. Singer/Songwriter, Glenn Marais visited 
South Africa in November 2005 to fi lm a music video for his song, “Like a Child”, and document 
the work of orphanages, hospitals and grassroots movements in their struggle against the AIDS 
epidemic. Glenn’s vision for helping the children in Africa grew when he spoke with the director 
of Cotlands Orphanage in Cape Town, Monica Buitendag, in December 2006 and she informed 
Glenn that they would lose the space they are currently renting, and needed to purchase property 
and build a new building by the year 2010. They recently received a donation of land, but require 
one million dollars to build a new facility. Determined to help, Glenn launched a movement in 
January 2007, called “Kids for Cotlands”. To date, over $30,000 has been raised with Glenn’s 
encouragement and advice spearheading the efforts of young people in York Region. Wherever 
he appears, speaks and performs for people, he mentions the campaign and encourages everyone 
to join this tremendous effort. In October 2007, the inaugural “Kids for Cotlands” concert was 
held at the Newmarket Theatre, raising over $5000.00. The second annual concert will be held 
November 29th 2008 at the Newmarket Theatre.
